CHEERLEADERS AND PEP CLUB

The purpose of the pep club of Luray-Lucas Elementary School is to publicly show the true school spirit
and loyalty which stands behind our wearing Columbia Blue and Navy Blue and to uphold the ideals of
true sportsmanship by supporting our athletic team in victory or defeat.

ELIGIBILITY

The requirements to participate in any interscholastic contest are as follows:

1. Teachers will submit a list of students failing their class to the office by noon on Friday. Students and
the parents of these students will be notified the student is failing.

» If a student is failing one class, the student will be placed on one week’s probation (Sun.-Sat.)
During this probationary week, it is the student’s responsibility to bring his /her grade to a
passing level. The student is eligible for activities during this probation period. If the student
brings his/her grade to a passing level, the student will be eligible for all activities.

» If the student is turned in failing in the second consecutive week in the same class, then the
student is ineligible for activities the entire next week (Sun.-Sat.) and each following week until
the student brings his (her) grade to a passing level. *

» Activities will include: football, volleyball, basketball, track, cheerleading, pep club and scholar
bowl.

*In weeks where there are three school days or less, the student will be given the shorter week plus the
following week as probation or ineligible.

2. A student must pass at least five subjects in the previous semester and maintain that standard in all
subjects in his current enrollment during the season and every 4-week period. (KSHSAA Guidelines)

3. In athletics, the student must have a physical examination card signed by his/her parent or guardian
and a physician before they may begin practices.

GUIDANCE COUNSELOR

Professional school counselors at Luray-Lucas Elementary School strive to facilitate and support the
academic, career, personal and social development of all students. Further, their goal is to enhance and
contribute to students” academic achievement and learning to ensure that all students are successful and
prepared for the future. In addition, school counselors collaborate with parents and school and
community professionals to maximize student educational achievement.

LLES counseling programs are built on a foundation that addresses what students will know and be able
to do as a result of their participation in the programs. LLES counseling programs are an integral part of
the total educational program of schools, comprehensive in scope, preventative in design, and
developmental in nature. The programs are designed to ensure that all students benefit from
participation in the programs.

The LLES counseling programs are governed partly by the Kansas Curricular Standards for School
Counseling and by the counseling curriculum accepted by the USD #407 Board of Education. The
standards and benchmarks provide a description of what students should know and be able to do as a
result of their involvement in the school-counseling program at LLES. The overall goal of the counseling
program is to promote and facilitate student development and learning.

HONOR REWARDS PROGRAMS

After each grading period, students who are named to the Honor Roll or the Honorable Mention Honor
Roll will receive a free movie, popcorn, and a drink.
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LLES students may earn school rewards for their performance on the Kansas State Assessments. The
faculty at LLES will decide on state assessment rewards. Parents have the option to opt their children out
of the State Assessment Rewards Program. If parents choose to opt their children out of the state
assessments rewards program, they are to contact the LLES office.

HONOR ROLL

The requirements for being on the Honor Roll at LLES are to achieve a grade average from 3.66 to 4.00 (A-
to A.) Students achieving a grade average from 3.33 to 3.66 (B+ to A-) will be on Honorable Mention.

LOCKERS

Lockers are property of LLES. Students in selected grades are provided with lockers for books and
materials. Each locker should be kept neat and clean and should be latched shut whenever it is not in
actual use by the student. Students are urged not to go to lockers between classes unless it is a necessity.
A locker inspection may be made as needed and individual locker inspection may be made at any time.

LOST AND FOUND

Lost articles can be claimed in the lost and found box located on the west side of the building. Any
student who finds an article should deposit it there immediately or turn it in to the office.

MOVIE POLICY

Movies will be shown at various times during the school year. It is the policy of LLES that students in
grades K-4 will view only G movies. Students in grades 5-8 can view G or PG movies.

PERSONAL APPEARANCE

In order for your school to fulfill its purpose in affording each of you with the opportunity to develop to
the best of your potential, it is essential that we maintain an atmosphere that is conducive to learning.
Many factors contribute in varying degrees to this learning environment. One such factor is the attitude
with which the student approaches his grooming and personal appearance.

Students will be expected to keep themselves well groomed and neatly dressed at all times. Any form of
dress or hairstyle which is considered contrary to good hygiene or which is distractive or disruptive in
appearance and detrimental to the purpose or conduct of the school will not be permitted. “Muscle”
shirts are not appropriate for classroom attire. Clothing which promotes alcoholic beverages, tobacco
etc., are not permitted. Shirts imprinted with scatological references or double-entendre are not
permitted. Hats are not permitted to be worn in the school building. The important determination is if
the attire distracts from the learning environment.

Specific Guidelines:

1. Under student dress, tank tops, muscle shirts, spaghetti straps and pajama attire are not
permitted worn at school or activities for students in grades 5 through 8. The student’s shirt/ top
must extend from his/her neck to his/her shoulder. All shirts must cover the student’s
stomach /back. Consequences for inappropriate tops/shirts not covering stomach will be:

a. 1* time - Student will change his/her top.
b. 2" time - The student will change and parents will be contacted.
c. 3" time and thereafter - The student will be placed on in-school suspension.

2. Dresses and skirts must extend below the student’s fingertips while the student is standing
straight up, for students in grades 5-8. This is for dresses and skirts worn at school and activities.
Consequences for inappropriate dresses/skirts will be:

a. 1% time - Student will change clothes
b. 2" time - The students will change and parents will be contacted
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c. 3"time and thereafter -The student will be placed on in-school suspension.

3. Shorts worn by students must be of appropriate length (same guidelines as for skirts or dresses)
and cut-offs will not be allowed worn at school or activities for students in grades 5-8.
Consequences for shorts and cutoffs will be:

a. 1% time - The student will change clothes.
b. 2" time -The student will change and parents will be contacted.
c. 3" time and thereafter - Student will be placed on in-school suspension.

4. Body Piercing — ear only.

5. No colored hair will be permitted at school. Hair coloring will be permitted during school spirit
weeks and during any other activity designated by a school organization.

6. No hats or headwear are permitted to be worn in school.
7. No roller shoes or flip-flops will be permitted at school or activities.

The principal will make the final determination in questions regarding appropriate attire and grooming,.

PETS/ANIMALS

Pets/ Animals are NOT allowed at school unless prior arrangements have been made with the student’s
parents and classroom teacher(s). For bus safety, parents are to bring the pets/animals to school and take
them home.

POSTER REGULATIONS

All posters should have their origin through some activity being sponsored by a school organization. In
general, blank areas in the halls will be used for posters, but the following are some guidelines:

Use masking tape only, except where bulletin boards are provided for tacks.
Do not place posters on any window glass.

Do not hang posters from ceiling, lights, clocks, etc.

No posters in outside areas of the building or grounds are allowed.

Posters must be removed immediately following an event.

Remember, it will be to your credit and to the credit of the school to avoid using places for poster display
other than those authorized. All posters should have positive constructive value.

All decorations within the school must have prior approval from the principal or head teacher before
work begins. Before supplies for decorations can be purchased, the sponsor of the organization must give
approval and a purchase order must be secured from the office.

PROGRESS REPORTS/STUDENT GRADES

With the adoption of the PowerSchool Software Program, progress reports will no longer be sent to
parents and students. Academic progress for LLES students can be located at
http:/ /powerschool.usd407.org and parents using their user ID and passwords. If parents/students
cannot access PowerSchool, then they must make request to have grades sent home.

RECESS

LLES recess for grades K-4 will be outside unless the weather prohibits it. Students are advised to dress
appropriately for outside recess.

SCHOLAR BOWL

In Scholars Bowl competition, each match is a 16 question round with the questions from these six
categories: Social Science, Language Arts, Mathematics, Science/Health, Fine Arts and Current Events.
You need not be a “straight A” honor student to succeed in this activity. If you read a lot, are
intellectually curious and generally aware, you can compete in this activity.

SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT TEAM (SIT)

LLES has a Student Improvement Team (SIT). This team consists of LLES teachers, counselor and
principal. The team reviews student referrals for both academic and behavior situations.

TARDIES

Students in grades 5-8 are to be referred to the office for all tardiness to classes. The following are
consequences for student tardiness: 1 Demerit for each Tardy.

If a student is tardy more than 30 minutes to a class, the amount of the time missed will be made up and
there will be no warning,.

TOYS

Toys should be left at home unless special arrangements for sharing periods are made. Cap pistols, toy
guns, water guns and knives are a hazard to safety and should be left at home.

TRANSPORTATION

Students are required to ride the transportation provided by the school to all school activities. Through
written permission from parents and approval from the coach/sponsor, a student may ride home with
his/her parents.

A student may ride home with another adult (21 yrs. or older) with written permission of the parent and
sponsor. This written communication must be with the coach/sponsor immediately following the game
or activity. School insurance does not cover a student not riding on school transportation.
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Consequences:
1. Student will not be allowed to participate in the activity and/or
2. Student will not be allowed to participate in future school activities.

VALUABLES

LLES is not responsible for valuables being lost or stolen. Students are not to bring valuables to school. If
the need arises for a student to bring valuables to school, the student should check the valuables in at the
office. Locks are not provided by the school for lockers.

VOCAL MUSIC

Students interested in vocal music will be enrolled appropriately. Vocal ensembles will be formed
through these classes or by appointment. Under the direction of the vocal music instructor of Luray-
Lucas Elementary School, these groups will sing at school assemblies and participate in various clinics
and contests.

YEAR-END PROMOTION

If a student fails (any class) three or more of the nine weeks during their 8" grade year, he/she will not be
allowed to participate in the LLES Promotion Program. A student must be in good standing
(academic/behavior/attendance) in order to participate in the LLES Promotion Program.

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ACHIEVEMENT BANOQUET

The Lions Clubs of Lucas and Luray sponsor this event annually. Students are recognized for their
achievements in scholarship, music, forensics, citizenship, athletics and any endeavor in which they have
distinguished themselves.

ATHLETICS

Sports that are open to boys and girls at Lucas-Luray High School are football, volleyball, basketball
(boys and girls), track (boys and girls), softball and baseball.

In order to participate in a school activity or practice, the student must be in attendance for a half-day.
The half-day is defined as the student being at school from 8:00-12:00 or from 12:00-3:30. In case of
illness, a student may not leave school at noon sick and return to participate in activities or practice. The
only exception to this rule is a student attending a funeral, having a medical appointment, or being
subpoenaed for court.

Student athletes must meet the KSHSAA and LLHS eligibility requirements. LLHS student athletes must
abide by the following philosophy and purpose:

BREATHALYZER

All students and their guests will be tested using a breathalyzer before entering any dance at LLHS. If
the student or their guest has a positive reading, the parents and the Russell County Sheriff’s office will
be contacted for further testing.

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FORENSICS

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JUNIOR-SENIOR BANQUET AND PROM

AFTER-PROM RULES

LEAVING THE CLASSROOM

Pass slips are required for all students who leave regularly scheduled areas during class time. Pass slips
are issued by teachers when students need to leave classrooms for necessary travel to other building
areas, or by office personnel when students are requested from the classroom.

LETTERPERSON’S CLUB

Membership in the Letterperson's Club is limited to high school boys and girls who have lettered in any
varsity sport sponsored by the high school. An athlete may become a member as soon as his/her letter is
approved by the coach of the sport. Any manager may become a member if he/she has managed for any
two sports in one year, or one sport for two years. The purpose of the club is to promote higher levels of
sportsmanship, to advance fellowship among participants in the different sports, to be of service to the
school, and to see that only those who have earned their letters may wear them.

LIBRARY

The high school library contains approximately 3,300 volumes with 2,900 titles. We have 242 filmstrip
sets, 32 sound filmstrips, 123 record albums, 28 recordings, 47 transparency and slide sets, 17 art picture
sets, 14 8mm filmstrips; slide, overhead and opaque projectors, several screens and record players as well
as tape recorders, TV monitors and reading machines. A new library computer system has been added.
This referencing system will be able to call up whole text magazine articles from 15 to 20 different
magazines. It also includes an atlas, dictionary and a complete encyclopedia series. Students will have
access to the computer lab in order to do research for classroom projects.

The library will be open at 7:45 a.m. and remain open throughout the day until the last bus departs. You
are encouraged to use the library as much as possible. From time to time it may be desirable for a student
to visit the library during class time to do research. In such cases, the student should first get permission
from the teacher and then, upon entering the library, inform the librarian about his particular need.

Damaged materials will have to be replaced. We ask that all library users return library materials on the
date due. You may recheck them if you have not completed your research. Overdue notices will be
posted at various locations throughout the school and in the library.

LOCKERS

The lockers at LLHS are property of Lucas-Luray High School. Every effort must be made by the student
to properly care for his/her locker. No decals or stickers are allowed on the outside of the locker door.
Any decorations or articles on the inside of the locker must be easily removable without damage to the
paint or door.

LOST AND FOUND

A place for lost and found articles is located in the main office. Any student who finds an article should
deposit it there immediately so that the owner may claim it.
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PARKING

LLHS students that drive to school are to park in the school parking lot by the tennis courts or angle park
on the east side of the street in front of the school. Any display of excessive acceleration or speed may
result in the student losing his/her privileges to park on school property.

PERMANENT RECORD FOLDER/GRADES

A record folder is kept in the office for every student who enters LLHS. Some of the information
recorded there includes attendance, class grades, citizenship ratings and test scores. This information is
frequently used when answering inquiries from parents, other educational institutions and prospective
employers. A copy of the Procedures in Educational Record Management, Unified School District #407,
is distributed at the beginning of each school year to all students and should be read by students and
parents alike.

With the adoption of the PowerSchool office software program, progress reports will no longer be sent
out to students and parents. Parents can access their students’ grades at http:/ /powerschool.usd407.org.
If parents are unable to access the PowerSchool Web Site, they can call the school and request grading
information be sent to them.

PERSONAL APPEARANCE

In order for your school to fulfill its purpose in affording each of you with the opportunity to develop to
the best of your potential, it is essential that we maintain an atmosphere that is conducive to learning.
Many factors contribute in varying degrees to this learning environment. One such factor is the attitude
with which the student approaches their grooming and personal appearance. Students will be expected
to keep themselves well groomed and neatly dressed at all times. Any form of dress or hairstyle which is
considered contrary to good hygiene or a distraction or disruptive in appearance and detrimental to the
purpose or conduct of the school will not be permitted. Clothing imprinted with scatological references
or double-entendre is not permitted. The principal will make the final determination in questions
regarding appropriate attire and grooming.

Specific Guidelines:

1. Under student dress, tank tops, muscle shirts and spaghetti straps are not permitted worn at
school or activities for students in grades 9 through 12. The student’s shirt/top must extend from
his/her neck. All shirts must cover the student’s stomach /back. Consequences for inappropriate
tops/ shirts will be:

a. 1 time - Student will change his/her top.
b. 2" time - The student will change and parents will be contacted.
c. 3"time and thereafter - The student will be placed on in-school suspension.

2. Dresses and skirts must extend below the student’s fingertips while the student is standing
straight up for students in grades 9-12. This is for dresses and skirts worn at school and
activities. Consequences for inappropriate dresses/skirts will be:

a. 1* time - Student will change clothes.
b. 2" time - The student will change and parents will be contacted.
c. 3" time and thereafter - The student will be placed on in-school suspension.

3. Shorts worn by students must be of appropriate length (same guidelines as dresses & skirts) and
cut-offs will not be allowed worn at school or activities for students in grades 9-12.
Consequences for inappropriate shorts or cutoffs will be:

a. 1% time - The student will change clothes.
b. 2" time - The student will change and parents will be contacted.
c. 3"time and thereafter - Student will be placed on in-school suspension.

4. Hats and headwear are not permitted to be worn at school.

5. Body Piercing (ears only) is discouraged by staff at LLHS.
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6. No colored hair will be permitted at school. Hair coloring will be permitted during school spirit
weeks and during any other week designated by a school organization.

7. No chains will be permitted to be worn by the students unless they are displaying a religious
article or class ring.

POSTER REGULATIONS

All posters should have their origin through some activity being sponsored by a school organization. In
general, blank areas in the halls will be used for posters, but the following are some guidelines:

Use masking tape only, except where bulletin boards are provided for tacks.
Do not place posters on any window glass.

Do not hang posters from ceiling, lights, clocks, etc.

No posters in outside areas of the building or grounds are allowed.

During elections, restrict posters to a minimum size.

Posters must be removed immediately following an event.

SRR

Remember, it will be to your credit and to the credit of the school to avoid using places for poster display
other than those authorized. All posters should have positive constructive value.

All decorations within the school must have prior approval from the principal or head teacher before
work begins. Before supplies for decorations can be purchased, the sponsor of the organization must give
approval and a purchase order must be secured from the office.

SADD

Students Against Destructive Decisions (SADD) is an organization at LLHS open to all students in grades
nine through twelve. The organization offers education on the topics of drinking and driving, drug use,
violence, suicide, alcohol poisoning, AIDS and other decisions affecting teens. SADD sponsors a variety
of activities for the students and promotes a drug-free environment.

SCHEDULE CHANGES

Students will have four school days at the beginning of each semester to change their schedules. All
changes must be made through the counseling office by obtaining a drop/add slip. The slip must be
signed by the teacher whose class you wish to drop, the teacher whose class you wish to add and the
student’s parents.

SCHOLAR BOWL

Scholar Bowl competition on the high school level has had KSHSAA sanction since 1987. State
champions are determined in classes 6-5A, 4-3A, 2-1A. In scholars bowl competition, each match is a 16
questions round with the questions from these six categories: Social Science, Language Arts,
Mathematics, Science/Health, Fine Arts and Current Events. You need not be a “straight A” or honor
student to succeed in this activity. If you read a lot, are intellectually curious and generally aware, you
can compete in this activity. Competition begins in late fall and regional and state competitions are held
in March.

SCHOOL DANCES

All-school dances, whenever they are held, are sponsored by approved student organizations. All dances
are held within the school building. Participation in school dances is open only to present LLHS students
and their high school or above dates. All outside school dates must be approved by the principal prior to
the dance. Students must arrive at an approved time to be admitted unless they have arranged
differently with the sponsor in advance. Students are expected to dress accordingly and may not leave
the building and return without prior permission from the sponsor or principal.
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SHUTTLE BUSES

Shuttle busses will depart from the Lucas-Luray and Luray-Lucas buildings at 7:30 a.m. and 3:35 p.m.
The high school building will be open at 7:45 a.m. each school day. Route drivers will be in contact with
their respective passengers. We encourage students to take advantage of bus availability during the
school year.

STUDENT COUNCIL

The Student Council consists of members elected as representatives from each of the four classes. The
officers are elected at the student election at the beginning of the school term and preside for one year.
Representatives are elected by their class at the beginning of the school year and a faculty member is the
advisor of the student government body. The purpose of the Student Council is to create better
understanding and cooperation between students and faculty, to further good sportsmanship and to
promote the general welfare of the school. It sponsors various projects throughout the year. The Student
Council will hold regular meetings during activity period and they are open to all interested students.

STUDENT LOUNGE

Students will be allowed to use the student lounge before school and after lunch. Any abuse of the
lounge or its contents, excessive noise or roughhousing will result in the student or students not being
allowed to use the lounge. The student lounge is intended to be a place where students can congregate
during the times listed for relaxation and quiet visiting with other students. Use of the student lounge at
LLHS is a privilege and any abuse of that privilege may result in the lounge being closed to all students.

TARDIES

Students are to be referred to the office for all tardies to classes. The following are consequences for
tardies:

1* Tardy - Warning

2" Tardy - 30 minutes of make-up time (before/after school within two days of tardy.)

3 Tardy - 30 minutes of make-up time (before/after school within two days of tardy.)

4" Tardy - 60 minutes of make-up time (before/after school within two days of tardy and
each time thereafter during a nine-week period.

If a student is tardy more than 30 minutes to a class, the amount of time missed will be made-up and
there will be no warning,.

TELEPHONE MESSAGES

In emergency situations involving the immediate family, a message delivery or “call back” arrangement
will be made. The school phone is not to be used for personal calls.

VALUABLES

Students are encouraged NOT to bring valuables (money) to school. If there is a need to bring valuables,
check the valuables into the office. LLHS is not responsible for lost or stolen valuables.

VOCAL MUSIC

Students interested in vocal music will be enrolled appropriately. Vocal ensembles will be formed
through these classes or by appointment. Under the direction of the choral music instructor of Lucas-
Luray High School, these groups will sing at school assemblies, give exchange programs with other
schools and participate in various clinics and contests.
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
